WHEREAS, the corporation's purposes and activities are charitable in 

nature, including specifically within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the corporation's 

Certificate of Incorporation be amended to more accurately state the
